Little monke y men...  The y average ju st over three fee t tall, with short fur the co vers most o f their bodies.  T heir

coloration  varies from p ure white, to a d eep black , and also m ost greys and  browns.  P atching or strip ing in the fur is

not uncom mon, and  some M onkeykin ha ve been kn own to dye  their fur.  Clothing g enerally is worn  only by adults

of the race, wh o prefer b right colors, o r forest green to nes. 

These small, intelligent primates have established small enclaves and communities within thick, densely forested

regions.  They form into tightly knit groups, with a division of labor shared equally between both sexes.  The

strongest male of a single tribe usually acts as leader, though exceptions occur where strong or cunning females have

gained co ntrol.  Mo nkeykin warb ands are alw ays lead by the  tribe leader, th ough such in stances wher e a warban d is

formed are rare.  Other than to drive away a particularly dangerous creature that threatens their home, the

Monkeykin usua lly shy away from battle.  They have no imp erialistic tendencies, and are often quite ope n to those

of other race s, to the point tha t many are co nsidered g ullible.  

Monkeykin tend to be shy, but very trusting, and are drawn to those who openly engage in artistic pursuits like

sculpture and music.  Similarly, Mo nkeykin have a fascination with pretty objects.

The Monkeykin speak their own language, consisting of mostly of whistles and grunts and chittering sounds, though

they can understand other languages perfectly well.  Sone Monkeykin attempt to learn other languages, but speak

only haltingly, in whisp ered rasp iness.  

When M onkeykin fight, they usually do so using ambush and  run tactics.  Also, they tend to fight in large packs,

dropping down from the trees onto startled opponents.  Being naturally ambidextrous, many Monkeykin warriors

wield two we apons, and  rarer still is the warrio r who fights using a  third weapo n held in his tail.
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
